Dear Trek Director (If you are not the current director, please give this letter to this year’s director or to the Awana Commander – thank you.)
It is time to begin planning and preparing for the 2012 Trek Super Saturday.  This year’s event will take place Saturday, February 25, 2012 at Calvary Baptist Church in Easthampton, MA.  The day consists of Bible Quizzing, AwanaGames, a volleyball tournament and a pizza and soda blast. Awana registered churches from the New England region are invited and encouraged to participate in this special action packed day.

The Trek Bible Quiz Meet will begin promptly at 1:00 PM. Please read through the Trek Bible Quiz Rule Book.  You must have at least two (2), but no more that four (4) students quizzing at one time, although you are allowed to have as many as six (6) students on a team.  You are allowed to register up to two (2) teams but more may be allowed depending on the number of overall teams registered.  The quizzing format consists of three parts; 20 minutes of multiple choice quizzing, 20 minutes of team huddle quizzing, and 20 minutes of speed quizzing.  All the questions will be taken from the Trek Check and the twelve lessons in the Trek Dashboard Series: 12 lessons from “Yield: Responding to God’s Faithfulness.”
The Trek AwanaGames will begin at approximately 3:00 PM or 30 minutes after the quizzing concludes.  We will follow the rules outlined in the Trek AwanaGames Official Rules and Regulations.  We will play the first 10 games and utilize the playoffs (or some variation of the layoffs) if necessary. There is no limit on the number of teams you may register so long as all the students have completed 10 units/sections this Awana year.

Immediately following the Trek AwanaGames we will be having a Pizza and Soda Blast.  The cost will be $5.00 per person, which will be collected on that day.  This is a great way for you and your teens to interact with others from the New England area and to reacquaint with friends.  Please indicate on the registration form how many will be participating in the pizza/soda blast.

The day will conclude with a volleyball tournament.  It will be a double elimination tournament, with six (6) on a side and all games played to 21 using rally scoring. There is no limit on the number of teams you enter so long as all the students have completed 10 units/sections this Awana year.
